Part 2. Background/Significance and Project Design/Methods (300-600 words)

Please include in this section:

· What is known and not known in this area of inquiry?  (Please provide citations from the relevant literature.)  
· Is there a controversial idea you propose to address or missing information you propose to provide?
· Describe the design of your project, and explain how the methods and design of your project will answer the questions you pose.  In cases that involve work with a professor, it is important that you indicate the ways in which you will make an independent or creative contribution.
